Experiment and Research Ideas

1. Does Using Colored Paper Improve Academic Performance or Will a student have better performance on a test that is printed on colored paper rather than white paper?
2. How much can the average person commit to memory without utilizing rehearsal or other memory-enhancing techniques? 
3. Ability of School-Aged Children to Learn and Repeat a Pattern Behavior: We hypothesize that the children in the middle of the range of ages we will test, the fourth and sixth graders, will pick up on the pattern and have the entire class receive candy more quickly because they are less easily distracted than younger children and more attentive than older children. 
4. Older children will remember more words and pictures than younger children.
Children will remember more pictures than words.
Girls will remember more all together than boys.
5. Can you determine a person’s self-diagnosed personality via pictures that are said by psychologists to represent the nine basic personality types?
6. The Stroop Test
7. Females are more likely to detect fear in a face morphed with half angry expressions and half fearful expressions and be more descriptive than males when describing the emotions. 
8. Testing to see if wordiness causes an increase in difficulty in math tests.
9. We believe that the serial position effect will hold true and the first and last items of the lists will be more accurately recalled than those items in the middle.  However we do not believe that the recency effect will hold true-we believe people will tend to say the first items on the list first.
10. To determine whether High School aged boys or girls at Glynn Academy are better at determining correct spatial rotation. 
11. We predict that only 55% percent of the students will be able to correctly read the paragraph of scrambled words

12. Males will have a wider range of emotional response than females. 
13. In blind taste tests, Coca – Cola and Pepsi supporters are split 50/50 in favor of one or another. When the testers are aware of the fact that they may be tasting what they have pre-established to be there favorite cola,  they will favor the opposite depending on age.

15. Piaget: Law of Conservation: If equal amounts of tea are placed in two different sized glasses, then a child under 6 yrs will not recognize that the amounts are equal, but believe a taller, thinner glass contains more. 
16. Hypothesis: Sleep deprivation slows your neural functions, therefore making you less able to recognize faces, use short and long term memory, and solve basic math problems. 
17. Asch Experiment
18. Our experiment is to determine the reactions people have towards a sound playing in the back of a room with a visual on a screen compared to when a sound is played in the same location portraying a blank screen. 
We believe that our experiment will show that people tend to look towards a sound, even when the screen is blank.

20. Does Chewing Gum affect memory?
21.    The photo we chose is a famous perceptual illusion in the brain switches from seeing a young girl and an old lady. This was first seen on an anonymous German Postcard from 1888. It was an advertisement for Anchor Bugan Company.
The photo is a form perception in which the organization of the photo is either a girl or an old lady. 
“younger people should be able to perceive the young girl and older people should be able to perceive the older woman.”
22. The higher the grade level the better the short term memory get. 
23. For our experiment, we will be showing people the famous “Invisible Gorilla” video to see what percentage of people see the gorilla.
24. The purpose of this study is to examine the effect of noise distraction on test scores in the form of music. It was hypothesized that a noise distraction, such as a Fast-pace Instrumental music, played during testing would negatively influence mathematic  test scores. We will be comparing silence music e to various forms of alternative sounds/music of and gender of test subjects.
25. The students was focused on the left ear story and was not able to answer any question. While some listen to the right ear story but was focus on the left story. Some students tried to answer, while others gave up during the reading. When they listen to the right story they was able to answer one or two question.
26. Our Hypothesis is that women will go through the correct door more often than men when it is posted on doors. 
27. Who has faster reflexes, a high school student or a middle school student?
